1.  Introduction

Each participant introduced themselves and gave a short outline of why there were at the meeting and what improvements they would like to see.

2.  Current Scope of Committee

· Policy in the Community Visions

Patrick and Edna reviewed the policy statements in the Community Vision.

Intent to make Hastings Street the heart of the community for shopping, services.  Policy statement in document very broad, motherhood statements.

Unfortunately Hastings-Sunrise is not a priority for the Neighbourhood Center Delivery Program (NCDP) for which there are funds.

· Zoning

Edna reviewed the zoning on Hastings Street and distributed informational material.  There are limitations on our guidelines depending on existing zoning.

· Hastings North BIA Façade/Design Guidelines

Hastings North BIA has been working on façade/design guidelines for quality improvement.  All agreed it would be a good idea to coordinate those guidelines with Public Realm guidelines.  Patricia confirmed the BIA operates from Renfrew Street to Commercial Drive, plus on the side streets to the lanes.

· Public Realm

Public Realm ~ what is it?  Sidewalks, displays, parking, landscaping, street furniture, bike racks, garbage containers, lighting all mentioned.

In 2007 there are plans to pave Hastings Street from Nanaimo to Boundary and to replace sidewalks on the north side of Hastings from Nanaimo to Slocan.  A sidewalk design was presented that included trees, custom metal tree grates, sidewalks with exposed aggregate and a scored concrete pattern.

3.  Operation of the Committee

· Do we want to start a subcommittee?

Participants did want to establish a Public Realm Subcommittee given the fact that there will be street and sidewalk work done on Hastings Street and the neighbourhood definitely wants input.  Also with the 2010 Olympic, it is very likely that there will be additional funds for such projects.

· Project based

It was decided that the first step will be the completion of a street inventory of all items such as light standards, garbage containers, landscaping, bus stops, street furniture, bike racks, etc.  Initially keep focus tight.  Information on public realm funding arrangements with the city, property owners and the BIA was circulated.
