	Key Stakeholders Group

COV formed non-binding advisory group, lead by project manager Marnie McGregor, to discuss the future of Hastings Park.  Community, on-site and city-wide interests 1/3 representation each.

· CityPlan Vision survey did not ask community specific questions on the future of Hastings Park.  What is community mandate & position of Public Realm?

Public Realm is project based.  NCP goes from Semlin to Renfrew but does not preclude involvement in Hastings Park. 

· Haida Lane, CityPlan chair, has temporarily stepped down.  Who is the CityPlan KSG representative while Haida is away?

Trees cut at NW corner of Cassiar & Hastings to give commercial billboard better visibility.  COV claims trees, part of Hastings Park greening & adjacent to Empire Bowl, are not in Hastings Park.  No remedial action to date from PNE or PB.  COV claims permit grandfathered, in perpetuity.  What other parks have in perpetuity billboards?  What are the established policies on tree maintenance and consequences to ignoring established policies?
