1. Welcome and Introductions

2. Update on BenchMark

Unveiling scheduled on Saturday, July 4th, 3 to 5 pm, with party at Rondell Café in evening.

Work continues on Tuesday, June 30th.  Watering on Thursday, July 2nd by Eric and Virginia and on Friday, July 3rd by Josee.

A gardener for regular maintenance, weeding of corner bulges, parking lot islands and seating area being investigated.

Many positive comments received while work being done.  Some concerns about graffiti, skate boarders and street people abusing site.

A plaque or story rock needs to inform public that project was the result of donations and volunteers.  Josee to contact Edna Cho.

3. Outreach Material

Carl Fletcher showed draft business cards, letterheads with logo, mission statement and community identity.  Will do revisions as requested and will have material ready for July 4th.  Public Space without line between words, business cards with blank for name, coloured design, use of BIA phone number all suggested.

4. Hastings and Cassiar

COV looks for community projects that have gone through a process that includes community involvement.

Vancouver/Burnaby Heights and Hastings Park possible routes, date even into September acceptable.

North of Hastings brochure completed and on Hastings Sunrise website, draft South of Hastings brochure submitted to COV, not yet completed.

6. Funding

The Legacy Fund is a possible source of funding for community projects.  A thorough, detailed grant application is required.  Another $100,000 is to be released in November 2009.
