Updates and Discussion

1.  Farmers Market

· Consultation with Tara McDonald, Director in BC Association of Farmers’ Markets and Executive Director of Your Local Farmers Market Society, disclosed that there are 6 markets east of Main Street and that another market is not encouraged. 
· Trout Lake market is scheduled to move for 2 seasons.  Kensington-Cedar Cottage has successful market organized through Kensington Neighbourhood House, Paula Carr.
· Several locations suggested including Hastings Park, Pandora Park, Hastings Community Centre parking lot at Renfrew and Hastings, parking lot north of Hastings, Hastings School, New Brighton Park parking lot #10.

· Hastings North Partners want to do some public event in Pandora Park with funds from the legacy fund.

· With any location, issues and problems have to be resolved; interruption of PNE related income streams, noise, loitering, garbage
· Winter Market at Wise Hall is a model for facilitating inside and outside vendors.

· Too little time to do workshop as planned.

· Query on how much vendors pay to participate in various markets.

· Patricia to contact Paula Carr at Kensington Neighbourhood House for more information.

· Virginia & Rich to continue gathering  information and  investigate options.
2.  Cassiar and Hastings Project

· Alison has submitted bill for workshop, report and plans
· Attempts have been made to get nearby residents involved in project.  
· Estimated that project could be completed with $5000 budget and volunteer labour
· Subcommittee to continue to move project forward.
3. Walking Tour

· Brochure for “South of Hastings” Walking Tour #2 will be completed by Dave Ao’s roommate from draft previously submitted.  
· Brochure for “North of Hastings” tour #1 posted on internet not user friendly with split map; improvements required.  
· Bill must be submitted by end of 2009 due to uncertainty in 2010 funding.
· Inquiries made in 2009 to organize walk #3 with John Atkin but details not finalized.  May or June may be better than mid summer or fall for walk date. 
· If funding not available, alternatives for walk #3 funding:  small fee for participation, legacy fund support, participation with other established walks, for example, Jane’s Walk. 

· Patricia to work with Dave Ao et al on brochures #1 and #2.

· Georgina and Armin to organize walk #3 in 2010.
· Subcommittee to ensure invoices submitted by December 31, 2009.
4.  BenchMarch Project

· Project completed with minor re-planting/maintenance required.  Original date, Saturday, November 14th to be rescheduled.  Roll of turf rather than reseeding might be an alternative. 
· Patrick to email rescheduled re-planting/maintenance date.
5.  Penticton Bulges

· Park Board was to have completed work.  
· Patricia Barnes to follow up with PB when work to be done.

6.  Murals

· Four murals planned with funding from legacy fund through BIA:  TD (declined), Rogers, Mantique building, and one undetermined.  Now  two more with declined TD.  
· Artists Nelson and Zochi selected to do work.  Example of work on Clarke Drive, east side of street, south of Powell.
7.  Outreach Material

· Outreach material, quarter page flyer and business cards, distributed and more available from Patrick.  
· New logo should be used for all PS documents and material.

8.  Neighbourhood Centre Program

· NCP in HS delayed, due to incomplete project in Norquay and reduction in planning staff.

· Many uncertainties and much dissatisfaction with implementation and introduction to density at Norquay that has prompted COV to review and revamp consultation process.

· BIA hoping to organize music at noon in BenchMark I location through legacy fund.  
4. Cassiar and Hastings as previously discussed.  
5.  Running Routes

· Distances need to be determined with odometer.

6.  Hastings Park-New Brighton Park Overpass

· Part of Hastings Park redevelopment plan so will not be included in PS project list.
