1. Additions and Housekeeping

2. Updates and Discussion
Review 2009 Workplan and Budget:
· Cassiar and Hastings

· Two concept drawings have been completed (on the internet address above, click on the folders, look in the “side street designs” folder). We prefer the “organic” option.  Will guess is that it will require $5K-15K for fees, materials and equipment, plus volunteer time to construct.  Public Spaces can manage this project.

· Alison to submit her invoice for running the workshop, preparing a report and concept plans.

· Walking Tour #2 Brochure

· Pat to call city to ask if they will prepare this brochure.
· Patricia to contact Dave Au to ask if he can prepare the tour #2 brochure, and redo the tour #1 brochure, and set a tour template that can be used for future brochures.  Expected cost $1000.
· Walking Tour #3
· Georgina is leading this. No update (Georgina not present). There had been some contact with John Atkins, but no concrete plans.
· BenchMark
· Project complete.  Many community volunteers assisted with this project.  Thank you!
· A $1000 repair fund is being held in trust by Media Undefined.  The money is intended to repair the sculptural seating if it becomes damaged.
· Patrick to organize planting completion.  Seeding of bare areas, planting allium, plugging holes in the garden plantings.
· Cobblestones
· No discussion.
· HS Running Routes
· Patrick is leading this.  No action to date.
· HS Farmers (?) Market
· Virginia is working on this right now.  Organize a workshop (2009 Nov) for a summer market in Pandora Park (other locations discussed included Clinton Park, and the HCC parking lot at the SE corner of Renfrew and Hastings, Hastings Park).  Approach the Pandora Park garden group to determine their interest level.  Include BIA businesses in such a market (e.g. Schokolade Café, etc).
Corner Bulges:
· Patrick to organize infill planting of grasses and Heather, some thinning and rearrangement of existing plants.  Hand over care of the Kamloops bulges to Amy the gardner.
· Patricia to follow up with Erin at Green Streets regarding the completion of the Penticton bulges.  Parks board will do the planting of those bulges.
Murals:

· Patricia is working on this. The BIA has funding from the legacy fund to put up several murals along Hastings.  Complications are getting building owner permissions to put murals on walls.
Outreach Material / New Group Name:

· Patrick will bring materials to the next meeting.  Business cards and quarter sheets were prepared by Carl Fletcher for the Public Spaces committee, they are currently at Patrick’s house.  Contact him if you want some.

· If you are contacting someone to discuss the Public Spaces project, give them a business card (and/or a quarter sheet), write your name (or a contact name) on it.  The BIA phone number is on the card. The Public Spaces email (see above) is also on the card.  

· Along with cards and the quarter sheet, we now have a logo, letterhead (electronic) and a new name (previously “Hastings Sunrise Public realm Sub-committee”;  now “Hastings Sunrise Public Spaces”).

· Some concern that less and less planning staff are available for the NCP.  Staff is currently working on Main St. and finishing Norquay.  Not clear when Hastings will begin.

· Patricia to try to meet with Raymond Louie to discuss the NCP and Hastings with him.
