 


Neighbourhood Safety Patrols  

These patrols are done by residents who have first and foremost come together to ensure the safety of our neighbourhood. Dozens of men and women have been trained as official volunteers by the Little Mountain Riley/Park Community Crime Prevention Office. Foot Patrols can be seen in their orange vests strolling around the neighbourhood. They call 911 to report any suspicious and illegal activities they see and file reports with the Little Mountain /Riley Park Community Crime Prevention Office; this information is then used by the police to investigate further. Other Community Patrols have noticed a huge decrease in criminal activity since their patrols began.

Community Clean-up

Street litter, abandoned trash and neglected, and overflowing dumpsters in the Livingston community are an on-going problem. Resident Clean-up volunteers are instrumental in contacting the City of Vancouver to get these matters addressed. On March 10th 2002, 20 volunteers collected 16 large garbage bags full of trash in a 2 block radius in just 1 hour. Approximately 35 used condoms were found; we were very lucky that no hypodermic needles were spotted. These clean-up sessions are on-going and need the support of the community to keep our neighbourhood beautiful.


Local community businesses are a big part in building a strong community. The Vancouver Police Department hosts a series of seminars for local businesses to discuss such topics as theft, securing the premises, staff safety, and graffiti removal. Also, the City of Vancouver encourages the development of Business Improvement Associations. The BIA creates a budget for all it’s members to improve business appearances while offering much needed tax breaks for small local businesses.


We are all part of a rich multicultural community and learning more about other cultures bridges the gap between neighbours. Through community planned events, such as a Livingston Neighbourhood BBQ or an evening of cultural food and dance we not only learn to appreciate our diversity, we also meet our neighbours.


The Livingston Neighbourhood Improvement Group was created to focus on finding workable solutions to local neighbourhood problems. We do not have the answers to today’s “Big” social problems like prostitution and drug abuse, however the Livingston Neighbourhood Improvement Group is dedicated to providing support by gathering information and connecting the groups who are part of the overall solutions.

· Working with the City to get abandoned and problem garbage cleaned up.

· Use 911 calls appropriately, effectively, and repeatedly.

· Organize community involvement events.

· Support Livingston Elementary School and Sir Charles Tupper High School by maintaining safe spaces for our kids.

· Help residents and businesses pull together to build a strong community.
